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Harmonisation

After a number of meetings with the company, and following reports from the full time officer and company council members to the ASLEF Executive committee on the progress of the talks, the Executive committee took the view that the process was exhausted and nothing more was to be gained from continuing with this process.

This was reaffirmed in ASLEF circular no 422/2008.

Uniform

At a meeting on 12th of September 2008 with management to discuss uniform, it became apparent that it was not a Joint Working Party as we believed and in our opinion was becoming nothing more than a rubber stamping exercise and that any aspirations we had as a staff side for a fit for purpose uniform would not be considered. The decision on uniform had already been made.

We left the meeting as we were not prepared to continue with the process and put ASLEF and our names to something we had no real input to.

Crosscover

To clarify the issue of crosscover there is no current arrangements or agreements in place for crosscover between West Anglia depots and any of the former Great Eastern and Anglia Depots.

There is a limited amount of crosscover that currently exists by arrangement between the Former Great Eastern and Anglia only.

The recent memorandum of understanding of the 22nd July 2008 reaffirmed this issue.

Sheila

There has been a number of meetings with management and the DCC to discuss the advantages of introducing a system to replace existing schedule cards and special traffic notices. The system is known as Sheila.

The process involves drivers having a schedulesheet issued on a daily basis which in effect will be your diagram and schedule card all in one.

This daily sheet will show stopping patterns,passing times,static duties and pnb,s etc.

The sheet will also highlight any modifications to stopping patterns or changes to the permanent diagrams.

This process will not replace the current diagram compilation and consultation arrangements.

The next step is that formal consultation will take place with the DCC prior to a trial and then full introduction.

Staff Carparking policy

The company has produced a new policy on the above with a view for implementation on the 01/01/09. The reason given for the new proposal was that NCP now administer all NX East Anglia car parks.

The DCC are now in possession of the policy and it will be subject to discussion at a forthcoming DCC meeting.

Simulator

A meeting is to be arranged to discuss the proposed changes to 8.4 Driver Standard Competency Management System and 10.1 Driver Training Standard. 

The proposed changes are in relation to the introduction of the simulator. Also at this meeting we will discussing the rostering issues that have arisen since the introduction of the simulator.

Rest Day Working

The Company Council along with the district organiser attended the E.C on the 15th of October to report on the above.As a result of this the E.C where prepared to sanction a further extension rest day working to the 31st of march 2009.
